(n=9), Kapoeta (n=0), Maban (n=0), Rumbek (n=0), Nzara(n= 0), Yambio (n=6), Yirol(n=0),Tonj (n=0), Abyei (n=0), Ruweng (n=0), UN Clinic
(n=0),Med Blue(n=505/72) , Queen Medical complex{n=0), Nojum (n=/35/7), Lakien (n=0), UNMISS (n=0) and Yei (n=0) tested 759 samples and
released results. Of these, 126 tested positive for COVID-19.
