(n=0), Rumbek (n=0), Nzara(n= 4),Yirol(n=0),Tonj (n=0), Abyei (n=0), Ruweng (n=0), UN Clinic (n=0),Med Blue(n=442/81) , Queen Medical
complex(n=140/25), Nojum (n=25/4) and Yei (n=4/1) tested 828 samples and released results. Of these, 162 tested positive for COVID-19.
