Continue to observe the instructions of Health
Authorities particularly washing hands regularly with water and soap; maintaining physical distance from other people (at least keep 2 meters (6
feet) distance between two individuals) and mandatory facemask or cloth face coverings in public.

Note: 5 positive cases out of 14 tests performed reported from Pamir as a backlog and added to cumulative.
