Update on COVID-19 response Date: 12" May, 2020

In the last 24 hours, 193 samples were tested and results released. Of these, twenty (20) tested
positive for COVID19. Out of the new cases identified, 13 are male and 7 are female. However,
3,480 samples are still pending. From the new cases, two have a history of travel outside South
Sudan in the last 14 days, nine have history of contact with a known case of COVID19. Seven
were identified from screening site, two were alerts from Jubek County of Central Equatoria
state and Torit County of Eastern Equatoria State.
